	QUARTERLY PRESENTATION – FINANCE DEPARTMENT



	William Klump presented the quarterly report for the Finance Department.  The report covered the first quarter of FY 2019/2020, beginning October 1, 2019 and ending December 31, 2019.  Mr. Klump discussed general fund revenues and expenditures, utility fund revenues and expenditures, water system revenues and expenditures, sewer system revenues and expenditures, and tourism fund revenues and expenditures. There were no questions.

	SEMI-ANNUAL PRESENTATION – CARLEEN BRIGHT ARBORETUM



	In Janet Schaffer’s absence, Jamie Kent presented the semi-annual report for the Carleen Bright Arboretum which covers July 1, 2019 through December 31, 2019.  Ms. Kent discussed the total number of events, the number of paid events and the demographics for the events held.  She also provided a list of Community Partnerships which has not changed.  She provided information on the Arboretum Explorers Program.  This program is doing well and experiencing growth.  There were eleven field trips this quarter.

Mr. Oubre also stated as a reminder, with the sewer line replacement phase two coming in, we are blocking out dates from May to July.  With that being said, the next report you may notice the numbers going down and this will be the contributing factor.

	SEMI-ANNUAL PRESENTATION - WOODWAY FAMILY CENTER



	Ms. Kent also presented the semi-annual report for the Woodway Family Center.  This report covers July 1, 2019 through December 31, 2019.  She stated that all the summer and fall programs had been completed.  We are currently playing basketball and registering for spring sports.  She discussed the various activities that had been held, the enrollment figures (comparing 2014 through 2019), the enrollment breakdown by city for the fall programs, (soccer, flag football, and volleyball) the basketball enrollment figures (comparing 2014 through 2019), and the enrollment breakdown by city for the basketball program.  There was an increase in the fall program participation compared to last year even despite the issue with the fields.   Flag football had a big increase.  

We had our Challenger Sport Soccer Camp again.  The kids really enjoy this one.  It is a very special and unique camp where we have international coaches teaching the camp.    We plan on adding a tiny-tikes (3-5 years) program this year.  We also had the Public Safety Camp again.  We had two camps this year and were able to open it up to more kids.  There was a camp in the morning for the younger kids and in the afternoon a camp for the older kids.  The officers do a great job and the kids really enjoy it.

	RACIAL PROFILING REPORT – PUBLIC SAFETY DEPARTMENT



	Assistant Chief Larry Adams presented the Racial Profiling Report.  Pursuant to the Texas Code of Criminal Procedure, this report is required to be provided to the local governing body.  This is for the calendar year January through December 2019.  The important take away is that we had zero complaints of racial profiling this year.  All our numbers appear to be in line with the McLennan County population as far as stops.  The data includes the race or ethnicity of individuals contacted on all traffic stops to include whether those individuals were issued citations, warnings, or were arrested as well as to whether they were subject to a search.  A copy of the report was provided in the agenda packet.

	STAFF UPDATE ON SEWER REPLACEMENT PHASE 1



	Mr. Oubre stated that this update has been presented once a month but this is a wrap up tonight.  I would ask that we wait until we bring the next contract for review and approval before we start this presentation up again.
Mr. Norman provided a map to show the progress.  They are about ninety percent complete and the majority is clean-up at this point.  The bypass pumping has been removed.  The Corps requires us to make sure the creek is put back the way it was before the project started which is what they are doing at this time.

	Mr. Oubre stated how fortunate the City was that Miss Bright thought of us in her will.  She left us an endowment with the proceeds to go towards improvements at the Arboretum.  Currently the trust is managed by Community Bank & Trust.  There is currently $35,319.58 (proceeds from investment) available.  We would like with your approval to take that amount and do some improvements within the property itself.  We would like to improve and replace some signage, fencing and some lighting throughout the property.
There was a brief discussion.

Councilmember Kittner moved to authorize Community Bank & Trust to distribute the accumulated income balance of approximately $35,319.58 from the Carleen Bright Endowment Fund to the City to be used for improvements to the Carleen Bright Arboretum.  Councilmember Qourzal seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

	CITY MANAGER’S REPORT



	Mr. Oubre provided the following:
· Reminder for those of you who RSVP’D to attend the 100 Club Banquet, it will be at the Arboretum on February 6th
· You will receive an email from Shawn regarding HB 3834 requiring cyber security training from anyone who uses the system which includes the City Councilmembers.  Please click the link and take the training.  Please complete within fourteen days after you receive it.

· We visit monthly with CP&Y, our engineer firm, on the projects they are doing.  Below is an update:

· They are completing the final walk-through and punch list on the Family Center field reconditioning.  We had some issues where we saw some rocks come up to the surface and asked them to remove that, seed the brown spots and fix wash out on some of the sprinkler heads.

· They should complete the Water Master Plan for review sometime next month

· Street utility improvements – finishing their comments from the staff.  
· We will build a new pump station storage area on Highway 84 – They are still in the review stage.  Hope to be ready for bid on that project sometime in April.
· Phase 2 of the Sewer Project – plan on bidding it sometime in February – March.  I am flexible to let the current contractor leave his equipment on site so if he bids and is awarded the next phase, we won’t have to pay again for mobilization or breakdown.

· The Woodway street renovation is about 75% complete

· We recently had an issue with the Off-Premise Sign Ordinance.  We feel it is not conducive to a discussion with local little league ball parks or school properties where they hang banners on the outfield for advertisement.  It is not covered in the ordinance.  I would like to be flexible to give that consideration so we will bring it to you at the next council meeting allowing for that consideration.

· We did a traffic count and survey at a staff level (Lenny, Chief and Mitch) worked on this.  We are looking at setting up a bike lane from the Arboretum down to the lake.  We have the dimensions that allow that, we know how to stripe it and are ready to move forward with that.  
· If you are coming down Estates and turn right on Bosque you may have hit the curb or seen others hit the curb.  We plan on cutting that out and making it a point to point straight line.  This should give enough relief to address that problem.
