	DISCUSSION AND CONSIDER ACTION ON EXTENDING THE MAYOR’S SEVEN (7) DAY ORDER FOR THIRTY (30) DAYS REQUIRING EVERY COMMERCIAL ENTITY IN THE CITY OF WOODWAY PROVIDING GOODS OR SERVICES DIRECTLY TO THE PUBLIC TO DEVELOP AND IMPLEMENT A HEALTH AND SAFETY POLICY REQUIRING, AT A MINIMUM, THE WEARING OF FACE COVERINGS


	Mayor Kittner stated that Saturday morning she made the decision to issue an emergency order in Woodway after seeing the cases on Friday were rising.  Since that time, cases in McLennan County have risen astronomically, and she believes it was the correct decision.  She is very concerned about the economy staying open and protecting our citizens.  Mayor Kittner also provided that our health advisors and the Governor issued recommendations to include wearing face coverings to keep us safe.  
The City Manager provided that the in an emergency order, the mayor, the county judge or whoever the designated elected official is, has the right under the statute to issue an order like Mayor Kittner did on Saturday.  Within seven (7) days, the governing body has to convene to consider its continuation.  The Council can extend the order up to thirty (30) days or an interim in between.  The next regular city council meeting is July 13th.  The Council could extend up to thirty (30) days or extend to the next council meeting on July 13th and re-evaluate at that time.

After discussion amongst the councilmembers, Councilmember Qourzal made a motion to extend the Mayor’s Order to July 13, 2020 and to include an amendment for health concerns in that order.  Councilmember Mercer seconded, and the motion passed with a four to two vote.  (Favor - Mayor Kittner, Councilmember Giddings, Councilmember Qourzal and Councilmember Mercer) (Opposed - Mayor Pro Tem Sober and Councilmember Russell)
